	Clear start to phrase despite piano, slightly separated quavers, with vibrato.  Remains piano throughout

	Keep the E natural very short in bar before 13.  Bring out the accents in ensuing phrase, which is exposed (good look at this please).

	Grab this section by the scruff of the neck.  Lots of gusto and vibrato – plenty of weight to the quavers (tenuto).  Percussive leading into 15.

	Again, plenty of vibrato and tenuto.

	Soloistic.  String solo section through to 25.    Slight accent on first of each 4 in the semis.  Sense of urgency without rushing.  Very light supporting solo first violin at 26.

	Exposed.  Tenuto, with a slight ‘push’ at the beginning of each quaver to give definition. Piano throughout.  Will beat this section in 2 – on the stick and stick to your guns as cross-rythms develop in lower strings.
